The history of Jewish people in Turkey runs deep: It was in the 1400s that many 
Sephardic Jews sought refuge in the Ottoman Empire after being expelled from their 
homeland during the Spanish Inquisition. Now, their descendants in modern-day Istanbul 
and Izmir face difficult decisions as they, 500 years later, feel increasingly unwelcome in the 
place they call home.
